The Three University Consortium in Western Japan (TUCWJ) is
comprised of three distinguished institutions — Osaka Kyoiku University,
Hiroshima University, and Naruto University of Education — that offer
first class facilities, top-notched professors and a blossoming
international student exchange program.

Academics

Students accepted into the UNC Wilmington exchange program with the
TUCWJ will receive credit toward their degree requirement for some
majors. A sample of class offerings includes the following:

e Japanese language (grammar, writing, and conversation)

e Japanese society and culture, Japanese community and Culture

¢ Japanese thought and philosophy

e Extracurricular (Pottery, Calligraphy, Kendo)

Students may also opt to take regular Japanese language courses
in his/her specialization, depending on level of language ability.

Housing

housing. Typically, all housing comes fully furnished, with air conditioner
and an internet connection.

Surrounding Areas

Osaka Region

Located on Japan’s mainland, Osaka lures visitors from across the globe with
its fine transportation system (the municipality has three airports); diverse
recreational offerings (Hattori Ryokuchi Park and Osaka Castle, to name a
few); and a multitude of sporting events (soccer, basketball and baseball are
popular in the region).

Hiroshima Region
Located on the Seto Inland Sea, the Hiroshima Region, which includes the city
of Higashihiroshima, is a hub of Japanese culture and economy. Picturesque
mountains surround this metropolis that is home to a variety of museums,
gardens and parks.

Naruto Region

Located in the Tokushima Region, Naruto offers visitors scenic views of the
Seto-naikai (Inland Sea of Japan) National Park and the Anan coastal area,
well-known for its deep blue sea and striking black currents. The whirlpools
found in the Naruto Strait are Naruto’s largest draw and are viewed from an
observation platform in Naruto Park or by sea on a tide-viewing boat.
