personal essay.  Any full-time UNCW student earning academic credit abroad on a UNCW-sponsored summer study 

abroad program may apply.  Grants awarded generally range from $250-$750 and are awarded annually in spring. 

Grant applications are due by March 1 and cannot be considered until a completed Summer and Short-term
