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Part-Time Teaching Assignments in the College of Arts and Sciences
Part-time faculty members may teach no more than three courses (9- CHE) in any given semester.  A fourth course may be assigned only under exceptional circumstances and with the dean’s approval.  Part-time faculty members have an obligation to inform the department chair if another unit on campus offers additional employment opportunities.   While a department chair cannot restrict a part-time faculty member’s teaching assignments external to the university, or prohibit acceptance of employment in another campus unit, the chair may revise the part-time faculty member’s teaching assignment in order to comply with CAS policy.
