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Requirements for a Minor in German: 18 hours at the 200 level and above, excluding courses 

taught in English.  Of these, at least 9 hours must be at the 300 level or higher. A grade of “C-“ 

or better is required in each course counted toward the minor and a “C” (2.00) average or better 

for all courses counted towards the minor.

● You can receive supplementary credit for 201 and 202 if you place into a higher course 

but do not transfer in any other German credits (such as AP).
